For Masters in Hospital Administration (MHA)
Candidates must have Recognized Bachelor's Degree of minimum three-year duration with at least 50% marks in

aggregate for General Category and 45% for SC/ST/OBC/MBC candidates or as per Govt. Guidelines from
Recognised University.

For Bachelor of Hospital Administration (BHA)

Candidates must have passed class 12th from any stream with at least 45% marks in aggregate for General Category
and 40% for SC/ST/OBC/MBC candidates or as per Govt. Guidelines from Recognised Board.

Selection Process

All admissions shall be made through written entrance examination (MGUMST-MAT) and personal interview.

Admission Schedule

Candidates appearing in the 12th final Board Examinations or final year examination of the bachelor's degree
program or awaiting results of their final year examination in 2024 may also apply. Such candidates, if selected, will
be given provisional admission. They will be required to produce evidence of their graduation within two months of
the start of the Academic session.

Pattern of the Written Entrance Examination (MGUMST-MAT)-

1.  There will be one question paper of two hours duration.

2. Thequestion paper shall contain total 100 MCQs on General Knowledge, Analysis & Reasoning, English
Comprehension and Current Affairs.

3. Themedium of Entrance Examination shall be English.

4. Candidates will be required to attempt all the questions.
